Olympics 

The modern Olympic Games or Olympics (French: Jeux olympiques) are leading international sporting 

events featuring summer and winter sports competitions in which thousands of athletes from around 

the world participate in a variety of competitions. The Olympic Games are considered the world's 

foremost sports competition with more than 200 nations participating.The Olympic Games are normally 

held every four years, alternating between the Summer and Winter Olympics every two years in the 

four-year period. 

The Olympic Movement uses symbols to represent the ideals embodied in the Olympic Charter. The 
Olympic symbol, better known as the Olympic rings, consists of five intertwined rings and represents 
the unity of the five inhabited continents (Africa, the Americas (when considered one continent), Asia, 
Europe, and Oceania). The coloured version of the rings—blue, yellow, black, green, and red—over a 
white field forms the Olympic flag. These colours were chosen because every nation had at least one 
of them on its national flag. The flag was adopted in 1914 but flown for the first time only at the 1920 
Summer Olympics in Antwerp, Belgium.  

The Olympic motto, Citius, Altius, Fortius, a Latin expression meaning "Faster, Higher, Stronger" was 
proposed by Pierre de Coubertin in 1894 and has been official since 1924. The motto was coined by 
Coubertin's friend, the Dominican priest Henri Didon OP, for a Paris youth gathering of Coubertin's 
Olympic ideals are expressed in the Olympic creed: 

The most important thing in the Olympic Games is not to win but to take part, just as the most important 
thing in life is not the triumph but the struggle. The essential thing is not to have conquered but to have 
fought well.

 Olympic Chairs from Schools & Colleges

representative will be selected from the institutions who will represent Olympic Association in the 

school. It will be easy to execute and implement our decisions in that institutions. As part of this, 

we’ve contacted 100+ schools and colleges ( most of them were closed) and informed the same.

As part of that 

mission Hon. President of TDOA , Mr. K S Balagopal donated Rs. 50,000 to Trivandrum Archery 

Association to buy track suites for children, since their budget to go for the meet was already 

stretched. This kind of non profit generous support makes possible for our organization to exist 

with all their support. 

 

 Stay Fit 
Stay Fit is an online physical fitness and sports awareness program by KOA in association with SAI-

LNCP. It is a program launched for students of CBSE, ICSE, KV and JNV schools across the state 
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. It was launched owing to the realisation that sports education has a major role in the overall 

development of children. Since the pandemic had disrupted sports training in schools, KOA 

decided to use the online mode to ensure uninterrupted physical activity. For the effective 

implementation of the program an Executive committee was formed in Trivandrum. It consisted 

of efficient personalities like Mr. Satheesh Kumar, Mrs. Shiny Mathew and Mr. Jayasankar Prasad 

. With their support and our hardwork we were able to bring out the active participation of 

students in Trivandrum.
